There is a physical legacy in the 150
capital projects supported, including
new facilities such as the
redeveloped Eden Court Theatre,
Fàs centre for creative and cultural
industries at Sabhal Mòr Ostaig,
Thurso Town Hall, Culloden
Battlefield Visitor Centre and the
new Highland Archive and
Registration Centre which is
currently under construction.

In addition there’s a noticeable
sense of increased confidence

among local people about
designing and delivering, as well as
performing in, cultural events. Of
the 600 events and projects in the
programme, over 500 were led by
and aimed at local communities
throughout the Highlands and
Islands.

HIE was one of three main
partners in Highland 2007, along
with the Scottish Government and
The Highland Council. HIE’s
contribution of £3m enabled a

programme of events to be held
across the whole of the Highlands
and Islands. Initiatives such as
Project Maelstrom – a multi-media
exhibition in Shetland, the highly
successful Connect festival in
Inveraray and the Go Orkney Go
events were among many to benefit
from HIE's involvement. 

A full evaluation of the year
produced by the Centre for Cultural
Policy Research in Glasgow
University will be published in 2008.

The year Scotland celebrated Highland culture
finished in style on the Old New Year, 12 January
2008. The final celebration in a programme of
over 600 events was enjoyed by over 50,000
people all around the Inner Moray Firth.

Celebrating our

Highland Lights, a spectacular torchlight procession and firework finale
over the Kessock Bridge, signalled the end of Scotland’s Year of Highland
Culture and also marked a new beginning for cultural activity in the region.

HIE and other partners, in particular The Highland Council, are working
on ways to maximise the successes of Highland 2007 and ensure that a
positive legacy will be established and built upon in 2008 and beyond.
Highland 2007 brought together over 30 national partners in a concordat
that forged many national and local partnerships which will continue to
generate benefits for the region.
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The revitalised Eden Court theatre
opened in November 2007 following extensive
redevelopment over two years. It has since
been acclaimed as one of Scotland’s finest
arts venues and won a national building
excellence award from the Royal Institution
of Chartered Surveyors.

The new £23m facility provides an expanded main
theatre, a second theatre space, two drama/dance studios,
two cinemas, refurbished front of house facilities, and
enhanced behind the scenes amenities for artists and
performers and state of the art technical facilities. 

Eden Court also has considerable flexibility to
accommodate a range of large conferences and meetings.
It has already hosted the STUC Annual Congress with over
400 delegates.

A spectacular opening season was followed by a diverse
programme of world class entertainers.

The redevelopment has also opened up one of the most
important historical buildings in Inverness, the Bishop’s
Palace, to the public for the very first time.

Eden Court formerly consisted of two unique buildings
on a Grade A listed site. A third building with the new
theatre, cinemas and studios has now been added along
with a new dressing room block.  

William Roe, Chair of HIE said: “Eden Court is truly a
wonderful cultural asset for the Highlands and Islands for
generations to come.”

Before the redevelopment, Eden Court was responsible
for an economic impact of £3.5m per annum throughout
the Highlands. An independent report has estimated Eden
Court’s economic impact on the Highlands 2009-2010 will
be more like £6m. 

HIE contributed £3.1m to the project along with
funding partners including the Scottish Government,
the European Regional Development Fund, Scottish Arts
Council Arts Lottery Fund and The Highland Council.
The Eden Court Appeal also raised £2.2m for the
development; a remarkable sum which demonstrates
the overwhelming public support for the project.

Eden Court is the only theatre in Scotland to offer
formal SQA Higher qualifications in drama, dance practice
and intermediate II drama. Over 90 students have
completed these courses with a pass rate of 98 per cent.
